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With much support from people around me, | went to Dubai in 2016
and New York in 2017 for different projects respectively.

During that time, there were many deep indescribable experiences
—such as the regrettable feeling of lack of success, which | was
ever so impressed with. For someone who is not used to traveling,

a 10 hour flight was a fresh experience. While on board, | saw many
sceneries such as the desert, the ocean, and buildings in various sizes.
It made me think about if an astronaut and | shared the same feeling
as they looked down on Earth. Then | wondered again, if there is
something or someone beyond space, watching the astronaut.

As | apply a coat of paint with a brush or cut it off with a boxcutter,

| think about how these actions take place while the universe

and time are in motion. This connection of something so mundane

and something so astronomical is very romantic.

The scale of time and space has changed after my excursion.

| greeted my 40th birthday in Dubai which was an odd feeling.
Never have | imagined that this could happen. Not long ago | would
have been imagining being at home celebrating with my family,
having dinner and eating cake. This had a great effect on me.
Continuing to make art work is ordinary and natural for me, but maybe
it can change a life of another person—like me.

It's a very interesting feeling to have the thought of “How could this
ever happen?” This sparked the idea of a ten year project. With the
help of TEZUKAYAMA GALLERY, | decided to go through with it.

A simple concept of holding an exhibition every year in this gallery
for a complete decade.

By the time it finishes, | will be 50 years old and the owner of the
gallery, Mr. Matuso, will be exactly 60.

Nobody knows what will happen during that time. Isn't that a fun
thought?
